   Everyone’s numbers were great 
- but a shout out to Metro North 
(in their first year with the Food 
Drive they collected donations 
of $1,330 in cash/checks and 
420 food items) and to Duck 
Island (2nd smallest block club 
in geographic size and number of 
residents, who partnered this year 
with Jay Demegall and the Forest 
City Brewery, along with the 
Cleveland Browns Parade to lead 
in total food donations [920] and 
cash/check donations of $1,070). 
Also Notable:  Irishtown Bend (the 
smallest block club in geographic 
size and number of residents) in 
its second year coming in with 
1,630 items (a great outpouring 
from their membership and a 
151.2% change from 2016/2017) 
- and to South of Jefferson 
(186.1% change) and Auburn-
Lincoln Park (110.9% change) 
from last year. Congratulations!
